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	12. BRIEF SCIENTIFIC CASE
On no more than TWO SIDES of A4 in 12 point, single-spaced font with 1.5 cm margins all round, including references, tables and diagrams, applicants should submit an account of their proposed project, including a description of the objectives, methodology and resources required. This should also detail the amount of funding requested from the Technology Platforms Access Scheme and details of any matching funds. The proposal should be sufficiently detailed to enable the Technology Platforms Committee to appreciate the nature of the project, and to understand how all the resources being sought relate to the project. References may be presented in a smaller font size provided they are sufficiently clear to ensure good quality reproduction. Bids failing to comply with these limits and conditions will not be considered.
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Notes & Guidelines

Three Schemes are available for Access to Technology Platforms

1. Bursary scheme for short visits to the Technology Platforms. Maximum grant of €200 with an expectation of a contribution from the applicant.

2. Technology platform visiting fellowships. Longer visits for up to 1 month – aimed at specific work or training. €1,000 max. but applicants should contribute a third of their costs.

3. Technology platform consumables grant. This scheme provides up to €5,000 for an applicant to spend on consumables towards a research project. This money will be spent in and transferred to a TP-site appropriate to the work to be carried out there.

Guidelines

(a) Applicants for the Technology Platform Access Schemes must agree prior to application that the proposed work is undertaken at a specific, named, Technology Platform. The Platform must email their agreement to the project to Tamara Safari within 5 days of receipt of the Access Scheme proposal.

(b) The Marine Genomics Network of Excellence is aimed at spreading and integration of genomic approaches to researchers in European marine science. The Technology Platform Access Scheme is an important component of this. Therefore, applications from more than two independent research groups from different institutes in MGE are particularly welcome. Repeated applications from the same researcher, research institute or research group will be scrutinised carefully by the Access Scheme evaluation committee. Where funding of the same categories (see 9a,b,c) has already been obtained by a research group applicants maybe requested to delay applications until previous projects are completed. Money transfer by FIST (10): VAT needs not to be added by direct money transfer between FIST and end-user / TP. This is to ensure that activities are spread as widely as possible amongst partners in Marine Genomics Europe.

(c) Upon completion of the project, but at least six month after receipt of the grant, applicants are requested to submit a report to the TP Access Scheme evaluation committee. This will consist of 1-2 pages A4 describing the work undertaken, results and any outcomes in terms of papers or other outputs (Acc. Numbers etc).

(d) Successful proposals and reports will be published on the TP section of the Marine Genomics Europe website.  

(e) The Access Scheme evaluation committee, comprising: Maria Ina Arnone – EDD; Klaus Valentin – Algal; Rudolf Amann – Microbial; Benjamin Pinha – Fish & Shellfish; Richard Reinhardt – TP; will evaluate proposals within 30 days of receipt of the application by the TP secretariat.
