Guidelines

(a) Applicants for the Bursary scheme for short visits to bio-informatic groups must agree prior to application that the proposed work is undertaken at a specific, named, bio-informatic group. The group must email their agreement to the project to Tamara Safari within 5 days of receipt of the Access Scheme proposal.

(b) The Marine Genomics Network of Excellence is aimed at spreading and integration of genomic approaches to researchers in European marine science. The Technology Platform Bursary scheme for short visits to bio-informatic groups is an important component of this. Therefore, applications from research groups within MGE are particularly welcome. Repeated applications from the same researcher, research institute or research group will be scrutinised carefully by the node co-ordinator. 

This is to ensure that activities are spread as widely as possible amongst partners in Marine Genomics Europe.

(c) Successful proposals will be published on the TP section of the Marine Genomics Europe website.  

(d) The Access Scheme evaluation is expected to be finalised within two weeks of receipt of the application by the TP secretariat.
